The Choral program provides opportunity for students to
get involved in a variety of choirs and auditioned
specialist vocal groups, including Li’l Ensom. These
groups perform in the Toowoomba Eisteddfod, Choral
Fanfare, School events and for local nursing homes.

School productions are held every year and alternate
between a musical and a play. These productions are
designed to give students the opportunity to participate
in live theatre while working as a part of a team.

Creative Generation State Schools Onstage is Queens-
land’s largest Performing Arts event with a cast of over
1700 students from Prep to Year 12. Students have the
opportunity to audition for Symphony Orchestra, Big
Band, Choir, Dance, Drama, Media and Technical Crew.

Applications can be submitted for students in Grade 6 with
an approximate Instrumental Music Level 2 and above or
equivalent or choral / vocal experience.
